Safety Informa�on Installa�on and Use Precau�ons

POWER
1. Use the power line a�er fixing it firmly to the power connec�on terminal. 

Incomplete connec�on can cause a fire.
2. Do not extend the adapter output cable. If you need to install the power cable 

extension, please contact the service center. 
3. Use insulated power for PoE connected external power.

INSTALLATION 
1. It is recommended not to touch the lens when installing the product as the factory 

ships with a focus adjustment completed during the manufacturing comple�on 
inspec�on phase.

2. Avoid installing cameras facing bright lights like sunlight. Causes damage to the 
image sensor.

3. Make sure it safe and securely when installing camera on the wall or ceilling. This 
can cause injury by the fall.

4. Do not connect mul�ple cameras to one adapter. Excess capacity causes abnormal 
heat and fire.

5. Wear protec�ve gloves when installing/uninstalling the camera. This causes burns 
caused by high temperature on the surface of the product.

6. Don't drop or shock the product. Please stay away from places where vibra�on is 
severe or magnet types are present.

7. Install it in a well-ven�lated place. This can cause fire and failure.

CLEANING 
1. Wipe the contaminated surface with a clean, so�, dry cloth or wet the so�, dry cloth 

to prevent water from flowing, then wipe the contaminated area.

POWER
1. Use only standardized adapters wri�en in the manual. Incorrect connec�on of the 

power source can cause fire, electric shock, or failure.
2. If there is smoke or a strange smell from the power source, disconnect the power 

immediately and contact the service center or purchasing office. If you con�nue to 
use it as it is, it can cause fire and electric shock.

4. If you want to move the installed product, turn off the power and move it or reinstall it.

6. Avoid places where direct sunlight comes in or where heat comes out, such as 

hea�ng appliances.

14. Use only with cart, stand, tripod, bracket, or table specified
by the manufacturer, or sold with the apparatus.

15. Unplug this apparatus when a cart is used. Use cau�on when
moving the cart/apparatus combina�on to avoid injury from

Audio In
Connect the ‘Audio In’ port of the camera to 
the microphone directly or ‘Line Out’ port of 
the amplifier connected with microphone.
      If the microphone is connected directly, the microphone with
the embedded amplifier such as condenser mic. needs to be used.

Audio Out
Connect the ‘Audio Out’ port of the camera to 
the ‘Line In’ port of the speaker.
      VLC back channel : Audio is output through the audio output 
port when audio is input from a client (CMS) that supports RTSP 
back channel audio.

1. Run IP Installer
Run the IP installer in S/W folder.

Click on Network Adaptor selec�on Menu
(NIC) a�er run this program.

Select a network which a camera is 
connected then click on a ‘Search’ 
bu�on. (Takes about 5 sec.)

Select a camera to set.

The informa�on of the selected camera 
will be shown at Device Info.
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Live video display.  This is the region
for live video stream from the camera.

Setup popup button. Click it to open
the Setup page to setup details of IP
camera like Video, Network, Events,
System and etc.

When the image goes unsmoothly 
because of bad network connection, 
it stored image during setup time and 
shows the image on the live view screen.

If VLC is not installed or VLC plugin is not 
supported (Chrome), Live buffering and 
Channel select menu on 3, 4 will be changed 
to Live Viewer menu, and then if HTML5
(MJPEG) is selected on Live Viewer menu, 
then you can check the video.

Event Alert Icon (       )appears if ‘Motion 
Detection’ is activated.

4. Cabling
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The default network type of the camera is 
DHCP mode.

If you have a DHCP server, it will automati
-cally set the Camera IP.

If you do not have a DHCP server, Camera IP 
is set to 192.168.1.80 after one minute.

Make sure to click on ‘Save’ bu�on to 
save changed values.
      An “Apply” message will be popped-up 
      when the settings are applied normally, or
      an error message will be popped-up when
      failed.

Input ID and PW of the camera for 
authen�ca�on.
      Make sure to change the ID and PW for 
      security reason.
      Go to “Web viewer>Setup>System>Users
      Management” for ID and PW change.
      The ID and PW will be set to default value 
      when ‘factory reset’ the camera.

Input IP se�ng informa�on when the 
network type is set to STATIC.

Default ID / PW : admin / admin

Change the port as necessary when the 
network type is set to STATIC.
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A ‘Port Forwarding’ has to be set for external 
access to the camera.

‘Port Forwarding’ settings.

An additional change of HTTPS, RTSP port 
can be done at Web Viewer >Setup page.
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To reboot or reset (except network se�ng)
the camera.
      Select a camera (multiple camera can be 
      selected) > Input ID and PW > Click on Reboot
      or Factory Reset button.

Able to delete an Ac�ve-X which is 
installed when accessing to Web Viewer.
